WHEREAS the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing issued a Minister’s
Zoning Order (MZO) for the subject property on October 30, 2020, as Ontario
Regulation 607/20;

WHEREAS the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing issued an amendment to
the Minister’s Zoning Order (MZO) for the subject property on July 2, 2021, as
Ontario Regulation 515/21;

WHEREAS Section 28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act requires the
Authority to issue permission for a development project that has been authorized
by a Minister’s Zoning Order (MZO) issued under the Planning Act, and where the
lands in question are not located within a Greenbelt Area as identified through
Section 2 of the Greenbelt Act;

WHEREAS an MZO is not required to be consistent with the Provincial Policy
Statement and Section 28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act prohibits the
Authority from refusing to grant permission for a development project that has
been authorized by a Minister’s Zoning Order (MZO), outside of the Greenbelt
despite, (a) anything in Section 28 or in a regulation made under Section 28, and
(b) anything in subsection 3(5) of the Planning Act;

WHEREAS Section 28.0.1(6), of the Conservation Authorities Act, permits the
Authority to attach conditions to the permission, including conditions to mitigate
any effects the development may have on the control of flooding, erosion,
dynamic beaches, pollution, or the conservation of land and/or in the event of a
natural hazard, might jeopardize the health or safety of persons or result in the
damage or destruction of property;

WHEREAS Section 28.0.1(24), of the Conservation Authorities Act, provides that
where a permit is to be issued pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, the
applicant is required to enter into an agreement with the Conservation Authority;

AND WHEREAS TRCA staff, in the absence of an approved MZO, would normally
issue a Permit for the commercial development where it has been demonstrated
there will no impact on the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches,
pollution, the conservation of land, or jeopardize the health or safety of persons
or result in the damage or destruction of property;



THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT Pickering Developments (Bayly) Inc. in
the City of Pickering be granted permission through a Permit to make alterations
within an area of interference of a Provincially Significant Wetland for topsoil
stripping, grading, installation of an exfiltration gallery and stormwater
management outfall to facilitate a commercial development within the Northwest
Corner Bayly Street and Church Street, (Lot 15, Concession 1, City of Pickering,
Regional Municipality of Durham);

AND FURTHER THAT the Executive Committee, authorize the entering into of the
required agreement related to the Permit for the site works.

RE: Executive Committee June 10, 2022 Agenda Item 7.5 - Uxbridge Trail Sustainability Fund and Paid
Parking at TRCA Trail Heads

This report on paid parking at TRCA’s Uxbridge Trail Heads is long overdue. Even before my family
moved to Uxbridge 10 years ago, we were frequent trail users and did so for free. At that time, it was
common to walk for hours and not see anyone, but all of that changed with the pandemic. Now our
trails are crowded by comparison — and we have far more litter and dog poop. But more worrisome
than that is the steady degradation of some of the most ecologically significant lands in the Region via
the uncontrolled spread of invasive plants. These are species that are not native to Canada, and
therefore our wildlife did not co-evolve with them. They lack predators or any natural controls and are
spreading unchecked within the beautiful habitats of East Duffins Headwaters (EDH) and the
surrounding areas. I'm referring to species like dog-strangling vine that spreads via fluffy seeds and is
especially prevalent along trails, which helps spread those seeds even further; garlic mustard that is
taking over space that trilliums and trout-lilies should occupy and whose seeds can remain viable in the
soil for 30 years; non-native honeysuckles that crowd out our native shrubs and offer far less value to
wildlife that depend on them; Norway maple, a species that shades out practically everything and
cannot support the insect diversity that our native maples do; and European buckthorn that takes over
open fields and edge habitats emitting a toxin to prevent other plants reduce their germination. And
these are only a few of the dozens and dozens that we should be very concerned about.

Worldwide invasive species are the second biggest driver of biodiversity loss next to direct habitat
loss. In urban, and near-urban areas like Uxbridge, this couldn’t be truer. These invasive plants impact
habitat for species at risk currently present at EDH, like American ginseng and monarch butterfly, plus
dozens of flora, fauna and vegetation communities of conservation concern as described by TRCA. And
nothing is being done by TRCA, or any other organization working in EDH, to protect this incredible
resource.

Most people are unaware of this threat when they walk Uxbridge’s trails, but for those who are able to
identify plants, things are getting worse every year. And the lack of action means that every year more
habitat is lost to invasive infestations, and it gets more expensive to manage and restore these areas.

| am very disappointed that this Executive Committee report does not reference the intense threat that
invasive species pose to EDH, and that it recommends that the funding be directed to more trail
infrastructure. This is not a sustainable approach. The last thing these lands need are even more trails —
TRCA cannot even maintain the ones they have now! Rather, the paid parking initiative is the perfect
opportunity to support TRCA’s own Invasive Species Management Strategy (endorsed by the Board of
Directors in November 2020) and direct much needed funds into the creation and implementation of
an Invasive Plant Management Plan. Ideally this would see the most sensitive areas of EDH protected

via on-the-ground management, and efforts made to reduce trails and combat invasive plants along
trails that are the pathways to invasion as several reports authored by TRCA describe. See: Glen Major
Study Area (2008), East Duffins Headwaters (2010), Goodwood Resource Management Tract (2013),
and Goodwood Resource Management Tract and Surrounding Area (2018).

My plea, and I’'m sure one that would be echoed by your own staff and other ecological experts, is to
read the above reports written by TRCA staff that describe the amazing natural heritage at EDH and the
significant threat that more trails and invasive species present and direct ALL the paid parking revenue
to trail and invasive plant management and eventual restoration of these impacted areas. | implore
TRCA to be the conservation leader it claims to be and address the critical issue of protecting some of
the most ecologically significant resource in your jurisdiction before it’s too late. The opportunity is now
—seize it!

Approval of Financial Statements

KEY ISSUE
The 2021 audited financial statements are recommended for approval.

RECOMMENDATION:

THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS THAT the transfer of funds from surplus
to unrestricted reserves in the amount of $28,568,000 as outlined below and reflected in
Note 8, “Accumulated Surplus” to the financial statements (Attachment 1) be approved;

AND FURTHER THAT the 2021 audited financial statements, as presented in
Attachment 1 be approved, signed by the Chair and Secretary-Treasurer of Toronto
and Region Conservation Authority (TRCA) and distributed to each member
municipality and the Minister, in accordance with subsection 38(3) of the Conservation
Authorities Act.

BACKGROUND AND RATIONALE

The 2021 TRCA audited financial statements are presented for approval. The accounting
firm KPMG LLP has completed its audit and has included within the financial statements an
unqualified, independent auditor’s report. The audited financial statements are presented as
Attachment 1 to the report. Representatives from KPMG LLP will be in attendance to
present the auditor’s report on the 2021 financial statements.

Auditor Communication on Audit Strategy and Results

Included as Attachment 2 is a report from KPMG LLP addressed to the Executive Committee,
entitled, “Audit Findings Report”. This report addresses various matters, including the
auditor’s approach to the audit, materiality and any adjustments.

FINANCIAL DETAILS
Financial Statement Summary - Statement of Financial Position

e Cash and Investments

The cumulative balance of these two financial statement line items was higher than prior year,
totaling $61,413,000 (2020 - $42,828,000), primarily driven by the increase to the organization’s
unrestricted reserves.
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e |nvestments
As of 2021 year-end, One Fund’s Book Value increased to $7,371,000 (2020 -
$7,201,000). The fair value of these investments exceeds their book value by $22,000.

Additionally, as of 2021 year end, the balance of funds with RBC Dominion Securities was
$8,629,000 (2020 - $557,000). In January 2021, $8M was reinvested from the High Interest
Saving Account within the One Fund to RBC Dominion Securities, in accordance with the newly
approved investment policy, with majority of the funds invested in fixed income securities. The
fair value of these investments exceeds their book value by $33,000.

e Receivables

The receivable balance has grown to $54,812,000 from $46,870,000 in the prior year,
primarily due to the increase in the receivable by $11,898,000 relating to TRCA’s
administrative office building. As of May 31, 2021, 90% of TRCA'’s short-term receivables
balance outstanding at the end of the year has been collected.

e Payables and Accrued Liabilities

Payables and accrued liabilities increased to $27,694,000 from $24,149,000 in the prior year,
which was primarily driven by the $5.1M payable related to the Tompion land sale, which is
expected to be paid in June 2022. Trade payables are released as per their respective due
dates, therefore, as of May 31, 2021, 100% of the 2021 trade payables and related accrued
liabilities have been paid.

o Deferred Revenues

Deferred revenues are $44,565,000, which are similar to the prior year (2020 - $45,314,000).
The increase of the government funding aspect of this balance, as well as the decrease to the
authority generated aspect of the balance pertains to timing of projects.

e Non-revolving Credit Facility

A draw of $13,150,000 was made in December 2021 on the construction loan for the new
administrative building. A corresponding receivable was recording to reflect TRCA’s municipal
partners committed future funding.

o Derivative Financial Instrument

The derivative financial instrument of $6,403,000 (2020 - $7,704,000) represents the Mark-to-
Market valuation of the interest rate swap entered by TRCA. The value of the derivative financial
instrument at a point in time and any gains or losses would only be realized when the instrument
is sold, which is not TRCA’s intention. Subsequent to year end, the value of the derivative
financial instrument is a gain of $400,000 as at May 31, 2022.
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e Tangible Capital Assets (TCA)

In the current year, there were financial acquisitions of tangible capital assets totaling
$25,934,000 (2020 - $18,146,000) and tangible capital assets contributions of $408,000 (2020 -
$3,190,000) offset by amortization of $8,135,000 (2020 - $8,018,000) and disposals of
$1,025,000 (2020 - $9,552,000), primarily related to disposal of vehicles, equipment, and 463
Guildwood Parkway demolition. Tangible capital asset activities resulted in a net increase of
$17,387,000 in 2021, primarily associated with the continued construction of TRCA'’s
administrative office building.

Financial Statement Summary - Statement of Operations and Accumulated Surplus

e Revenue

TRCA's revenue decreased slightly to $160,159,000 from $162,187,000 in the prior year,
primarily driven by timing of projects related to contracted services activities with municipal
partners.

o EXxpenses

TRCA'’s expenses decreased to $132,844,000 from $142,393,000 in the prior year,
representing a 7% decrease. The expense reduction is driven by timing and delays in project
work in water risk management and changes in scope of work for a number of contracted
service trail infrastructure projects.

e Accumulated Surplus

TRCA'’s accumulated surplus increased by $28,568,000 in the year, which includes the net
surplus of $27,315,000 noted above (the difference between revenue and expenses), plus the
$1,301,000 gain on the derivative financial instrument, less the $48,000 net loss on disposal of
tangible capital assets. This increase in accumulated surplus is mainly driven by the net
acquisition of tangible capital assets of $17,387,000 and the growth of unrestricted reserves of
$9,428,000.

e Variance Explanation

At the May 6, 2022, Executive Committee Meeting, the 2021 Year End Financial Report
was approved, which explained variances based on unaudited financial information
compiled by Finance.

The variance in total revenues is primarily attributed to the removal of the Tompion land sale
funds being removed from the financial statement line item ($5.1M). The variance in total
expenses is primarily due to the removal of the Tompion transactions, plus the completion of
TRCA'’s annual tangible capital asset assessment.

Opinion

Toronto and Region Conservation Authority ("TRCA") furthers the conservation, restoration,
development and management of natural resources in its nine watersheds plus their collective Lake
Ontario waterfront shorelines. TRCA's jurisdiction includes the City of Toronto and areas in the
Regional Municipalities of Durham, Peel and York (including lower tier municipalities), the Township
of Adjala Tosorontio and Town of Mono. In accordance with the Conservation Authorities Act, under
which TRCA is incorporated, TRCA has delivered programs and services that are provincially
mandated, municipally requested, and those that advance its own objectives since 1957.

TRCA is a registered charity under the Income Tax Act (Canada) and, as such, is exempt from
income taxes.

1. Significant accounting policies:

The financial statements for TRCA are the responsibility of and prepared by management in
accordance with the Chartered Professional Accountants of Canada Public Sector Accounting
Handbook, that sets out generally accepted accounting principles for government not-for-profit
organizations in Canada. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
Canadian Public Sector Accounting Standards, excluding Sections PS4200 and PS4270, with
the following significant accounting policies:

Basis of accounting:

The financial statements are prepared using an accrual basis of accounting which
recognizes the effect of transactions and events in the period in which the transactions and
events occur, regardless of whether there has been a receipt or payment of cash or its
equivalent. Accrual accounting recognizes a liability until the obligation(s) or condition(s)
underlying the liability is partly or wholly satisfied. Accrual accounting recognizes an asset
until the future economic benefit underlying the asset is partly or wholly used or lost.

Revenue recognition:

Government funding, which refers to all revenue received from municipal, provincial and
federal sources, is recognized as revenue when payments are authorized and all eligibility
criteria have been met, except when there is a stipulation that gives rise to a future
obligation. In that case, the funding is recorded as deferred revenue and recognized as
revenue as the stipulation is met.

Authority generated revenue, which refers to all revenue received from non-government
sources, are recognized as revenue in the period in which the related services are
performed. Amounts collected for services that have not yet been rendered are recorded
as deferred revenue and recognized as revenue when the related services are performed.
Donated tangible capital assets are recorded at fair market value, when fair market value
can be reasonably estimated.

Cash and cash equivalents:

Cash and cash equivalents consists of cash on hand, cashable guaranteed investment
certificates, and all deposits in banks including interest bearing savings accounts.

Investments:

Investments, which consist of non-cashable guaranteed investment certificates, equity
securities, fixed income securities, bonds and a portfolio with the One Investment Program,
are recorded at cost. Investment income, including interest and dividends, is recognized
when earned. Any discount or premium arising on purchase is amortized over the period to
maturity. If there is a permanent loss in value, an investment will be written down to
recognize the loss. Any write-down would be included in the statement of operations and
accumulated surplus.

Other assets:

Other assets include inventory for resale and prepaid expenses. Merchandise, food and
beverage inventory for resale is valued at the lower of cost and net realizable value.
Nursery inventory is valued at the lower of cost and replacement value. Cost is determined
on a first-in, first-out basis.

(f) Tangible capital assets:

Tangible capital assets are recorded at cost, which includes amounts directly attributable to
acquisition, design, construction development, improvement or betterment of the assets.
Costs include overhead directly attributable to construction and development as well as
interest costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of the asset.
The cost, less the estimated residual value of the tangible capital assets, is amortized on a
straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives as follows:

Assets Years
Infrastructure 25-50
Buildings and building improvements 10 - 55
Land improvements 20-40
Machinery and equipment 5-20
Vehicles 6-25

Tangible capital assets are written down when conditions indicate they are no longer able
to contribute to TRCA's ability to provide goods or services, or when the value of future
economic benefits associated with the tangible capital assets are less than their net book
value. The write-downs are accounted for as expenses in the statement of operations and
accumulated surplus.

Contributed tangible capital assets are recorded at fair market value on the date of
contribution, except in circumstances where fair market value cannot be reasonably
determined, and a nominal value is recorded.

TRCA's collection of historical treasures, including artifacts and buildings, and works of art
are not recognized in the financial statements.

Vacation pay entitlements:

Vacation entitlements are accrued for as earned by employees. The liability for the
accumulated unused vacation days represents management's best estimate as to TRCA's
future liability.

Contaminated sites:

Contaminated sites are the result of contamination being introduced in air, soil, water or
sediment of a chemical, organic, or radioactive material or live organism that exceed an
environmental standard. A liability for remediation of contaminated sites is recognized, net
of any expected recoveries, when all of the following criteria are met: (a) an environmental
standard exists; (b) contamination exceeds the environmental standard; (c) TRCA is
directly responsible or accepts responsibility for the liability; (d) future economic benefits
will be given up; and (e) a reasonable estimate of the liability can be made. Changes in
this estimate are recorded in TRCA's statement of operations and accumulated surplus.

Employee pension plan:

The cost of the multi-employer defined benefit pension plan is recognized as the required
contributions for employees' services rendered in the year.

Reserves:

TRCA may internally allocate its accumulated surplus to capital reserves to finance the cost
of tangible capital assets, purchases, maintenance and related expenditures and operating
reserves to ensure funds are available for financial relief in the event of a significant loss of
revenues or other financial emergency for which no other source of funding is available.
These reserve allocations are approved by TRCA's Board of Directors.

Derivative financial instruments:

Derivative financial instruments are initially recorded and subsequently measured at fair
value.

() Use of estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities, at the date of the financial statements and the reported
amounts of the revenue and expenses during the year. Estimates are based on the best
information available at the time of preparation of the financial statements and are reviewed
annually to reflect new information as it becomes available. Measurement uncertainty
exists in these financial statements. Actual results could differ from these estimates.

Cash and cash equivalents - CTC Source Protection Region:

Established under the Clean Water Act of Ontario, the CTC Source Protection Region includes
the jurisdictions covered by TRCA, Credit Valley and Central Lake Ontario. Prior to March 31,
2021, TRCA performed the management function for this program, receiving funds directly from
the province, administering expenses and maintaining a separate bank account for the funding.
As of April 1, 2021, Credit Valley Conservation has undertaken these functions. In the current
year, the Ministry of Environment, Conservation and Parks provided funding of $102 (2020 -
$308) to TRCA for the program and total funding of nil (2020 - $67) is held in a separate bank
account as of December 31, which is included on the statement of financial position as cash
and deferred revenue.

Credit facility agreement and derivative financial instrument:

(a) On February 22, 2019, the Board of Directors authorized TRCA to enter into a $54,000

unsecured, non-revolving construction and term loan agreement to support the construction
of TRCA's new administrative office building at 5 Shoreham Drive. The agreement was
entered into on February 26, 2019 with a Canadian commercial bank and bears interest at
the applicable Canada Bankers' Acceptances plus 0.74%, fixed rate by way of interest rate
swap or prime rates, depending on the form of borrowing. All amounts drawn under the
agreement will be available with a commitment period of up to 10 years from the date of
initial drawdown. The construction loan will convert to the term loan on the earlier of
substantial completion of the project and December 1, 2022. The principal amount of the
term loan is to be repaid in full over a maximum of 30 years from the conversion date.
Under the terms of the loan agreement, TRCA is required to comply with certain financial
and non-financial covenants.

As at December 31, 2021, $13,150 (2020 - nil) has been drawn under the non-revolving
construction loan.

The municipal partners of TRCA, including the City of Toronto and the Regions of Durham,
Peel and York have committed up to $60,000 of funding for the project over the next
28 years, as approved by their individual Councils. Included in municipal government
funding receivables is $15,059 (2020 - $2,354) receivable from the municipalities for costs
incurred to construct the new administrative office building.

In connection with the loan agreement, in 2021 TRCA entered into an interest rate swap to
forward fix the interest payable at 4.111% on $50,000 of the available $54,000 facility. This
interest rate swap replaced the 2019 interest rate swap at 3.658% on $50,000 of the
available $54,000 facility.

At December 31, 2021, TRCA has an interest rate exchange agreement in the amount of
$50,000 (2020 - $50,000) outstanding and maturing on June 1, 2048 (2020 - January 1,
2047). The fair value of this contract is recorded as a $6,403 (2020 - $7,074) derivative
financial instrument liability. The change in fair value of this contract is an unrealized gain
of $1,301 (2020 - unrealized loss $4,604) which has been recorded as a reduction (2020 -
increase) to the liability on the statement of financial position and unrealized gain (2020 -
loss) on derivative financial instrument on the statement of operations and accumulated
surplus. Subsequent to year end on May 31, 2022, the fair value of this contract is a $400
derivative financial asset.

TRCA is subject to The Public Sector Salary Disclosure Act, 1996, due to funding received from
the Province during the current year being in excess of $1,000. Salaries and taxable benefits
for the 83 employees (2020 - 81 employees) that have been paid by TRCA and reported to the
Province in compliance with this legislation can be obtained from the Ministry of Finance or

13. Employee pension plan:

TRCA makes contributions to the Ontario Municipal Employees Retirement System
("OMERS"), a multi-employer pension plan, on behalf of its qualifying full-time and part-time
employees. The plan is a defined benefit plan, which specifies the amount of the retirement
benefit to be received by the employees based on the length of service, pension formula and

best 60 months of earnings. Employees and employers contribute equally to the plan.

As OMERS is a multi-employer defined benefit pension plan, any pension plan surpluses or
deficits are a joint responsibility of all eligible organizations and their employees. As a result,
TRCA does not recognize any share of the OMERS pension funding deficit of $3,131,000
(2020 - $3,211,000), as TRCA's portion of the amount is not determinable. TRCA's current

14. Toronto and Region Conservation Foundation:

Toronto and Region Conservation Foundation (the "Foundation"), is an independent,

non-controlled registered charitable organization which has its own Board of Directors.
such, TRCA's financial statements do not include the activities of the Foundation.

In the current year, the Foundation contributed $1,145 (2020 - $2,909) to TRCA programs,
which is included as part of authority generated revenue. As at December 31, 2021, the
Foundation has an externally restricted fund balance of $6,179 (2020 - $5,441), which is to be
used primarily for undertaking TRCA projects, and an operating fund surplus of $438 (2020 -
$331). The receivable balance from the Foundation is non-interest bearing, unsecured and has

no specified repayment terms.

15. Contingent liabilities and commitments:

(a) Legal actions and claims:

TRCA has received statements of claim as defendant under various legal actions resulting
from its involvement in land purchases, fatalities, personal injuries and flooding on or
adjacent to its properties. TRCA maintains insurance coverage against such risks and has
notified its insurers of the legal actions and claims. It is not possible at this time to
determine the outcome of these claims and, therefore, no provision has been made in

these financial statements.

(b) Land expropriations:

TRCA has completed the acquisition of lands required to undertake various projects which
includes acquiring lands under the Expropriations Act. A number of properties required for
the Revised Project for the Etobicoke Motel Strip were obtained through expropriation from
five owners. Funding was from the City of Etobicoke and the Municipality of Metropolitan
Toronto (now collectively known as the City of Toronto) and the Province of Ontario. To
date four of the expropriations have been settled in the amount of $23,765 and the

compensation has been paid during the 2008 to 2012 fiscal periods.

(c) Lease commitments:

TRCA is committed under various operating leases for office spaces over the next four

years, with minimum lease payments totaling $1,169 (2020 - $1,445).

As of December 31, 2021, Evergreen's
outstanding loan balance is $688 (2020 - $1,376), and is repayable in monthly instaliments,
with the final payment due on April 15, 2023.

16. Budget figures:

TRCA's 2021 budget was approved by its Board of Directors on April 30, 2021.

17. Contractual rights:

As at December 31, 2021, TRCA estimates that contractual rights in the amount of $142,466
(2020 - $24,422) will be earned in future years.

18. Implications due to COVID-19:

On March 11, 2020, the World Health Organization declared the Coronavirus (COVID-19)
outbreak a pandemic. The pandemic has resulted in significant financial, market and societal
impacts in Canada and around the world.

In 2020, the federal government launched the Canada Emergency Wage Subsidy program in
response to the pandemic. TRCA applied for $18 (2020 - $1,497) and received nil (2020 -
$473). Due to ongoing uncertainties with respect to TRCA's eligibility, TRCA has not
recognized any revenue associated with this program and the funds received to date in the
amount of $473 are included in payables and accrued liabilities.

During the year, TRCA's administrative buildings remained closed and public lands
(conservation parks, conversation areas and ftrails) were modified in accordance with the
guidance from public health organizations. TRCA has also mandated work-from-home
supported by technology and infrastructure to access servers from remote locations, for those
who were able to do so. Management continues to closely monitor and manage the impact of
COVID-19 to the operations of TRCA.

—  We tested a sample of additions to tangible capital assets and work-in-progress and agreed each sample to supporting documentation.

— We tested a sample of transfer of tangible capital assets out of the work in progress account and agreed to sufficient appropriate evidence that the asset was completed
and put into use.

— We performed substantive analytical procedures over amortization of tangible capital assets.

— We tested a sample of disposals and agreed to board minutes authorizing significant dispositions.

Significant findings

— No exceptions noted.

Significant qualitative aspects of the Authority’s accounting practices

—  We reviewed management’s presentation of tangible capital assets in the financial statements and the disclosures in the notes to the financial statements and find them
to be appropriate.

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ncarrected and corrected audit misstatements

Audit misstatements include presentation and disclosure misstatements, including omissions.
Uncorrected audit misstatements

The management representation letter includes the Summary of Uncorrected Audit Misstatements, which discloses the impact of all uncorrected misstatements considered to
be other than clearly trivial. The adjusting entries are as follows:

- $214K increase in payable and accrued liabilities with a corresponding increase to compensation expense, to account for former employees’ salary continuance
payments owing as at December 31, 2021,

- $368K decrease in government funding revenue with a corresponding increase to deferred revenue, to correct for over-recognition of capital levy revenues.
- $709K decrease in government funding revenue with a corresponding decrease to accounts receivable, to account for unreconciled difference.

Based on both qualitative and quantitative considerations, management have decided not to correct certain misstatements and represented to us that the misstatements —
individually and in the aggregate—are, in their judgment, not material to the financial statements. This management representation is included in the management
representation letter.

We concur with management’s representation that the uncorrected misstatements are not material to the financial statements. Accordingly, the uncorrected misstatements have
no effect on our auditors’ report.

Corrected audit misstatements

The management representation letter includes all misstatements identified as a result of the audit, communicated to management and subsequently corrected in the financial
statements.
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Periormance Improvement observations

Salary continuance During the audit we noted that the Authority entered into salary continuance termination agreements with former employees whose
liability for payments after December 31, 2021 was not reflected in the financial statements. The contractual arrangements with these
individuals resulted in an obligation for the Authority which extended beyond the end of the fiscal year and would have been more
appropriately included in accrued liabilities at the end of the year.

—  We recommend that accruals for future payments are established on the date the agreement is entered into with the former
employee and that the accrual balance is drawn down as continuance payments are made. This will ensure that the accrued
liability balance as at each reporting period agrees with the remaining required future payments.

Management response:
— This observation has been noted by management and will be included as part of TRCA'’s year-end financial procedures going
forward.

Capital levy revenues During the audit we noted that certain capital projects revenues recognized in the year exceed the expenditures incurred. This resulted
in an overstatement of capital levy revenue, an overstatement in accounts receivable and an understatement in deferred revenue.

—  We recommend that management perform subsequent final review project-by-project review comparing expenditures incurred
against revenue recognized to ensure that capital related levies are recorded in the appropriate period.

Management response:

— TRCA completes a robust project-by-project review of each of its projects on a quarterly basis. Upon the completion of the year-
end reconciliation process, a staff member accidentally booked incorrect entries intended to ensure that a proper amount of
revenues were recognized, which resulted in the issues noted by the auditor. In order to mitigate the risk of this issue recurring in
the future, a subsequent final review of the deferred revenue balances will be completed after the adjusting entries are booked, to
confirm that the year-end project balances are correct.

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Municipalities have evolved significantly over the last two decades and this evolution has escalated over

the last two years due to the huge push towards digital transformation. Municipalities have come to a

refreshed realization about the dynamic change it needs from their citizens resulting in a push towards a

citizen-centric approach to defining their goals and objectives.

With all this change, the citizens are looking for new and
improved ways to obtain information from the municipalities and
public sector entities generally. They are looking for information
that Is timely, accurate and accessible. For instance, more and
more municipalities are moving towards quarterly financial
reporting to provide more timely information to stakeholders.

The finance function within municipalities tend to focus a large
portion of their resources on their budget-setting process

each year, relative to financial reporting. This budget sets out
the municipality’s operating and capital spending plan for the
next year, leading to the determination of the necessary tax
levy to support the planned spend. It is necessarily a cash-
based document, which leads to difficulty in comparing it

to a municipality’s financial results, which are prepared on a
basis prescribed by the Chartered Professional Accountants
Canada. The annual financial statements are presented on

an accrual basis in accordance with Public Sector Accounting
Standards (PSAS). This disconnect between the cash basis and
accrual basis often makes it difficult for “Those Charged With
Governance’ (TCWG) to fully understand the actual financial
results since relatively more resources are deployed towards
the creation of the budget than the presentation of the financial
results. While there are quite a few intersections between the
budget-based reporting and PSAS reporting, there are many
differences that can come in the way of effective municipal
financial management and oversight.

Please note that the discussion in this paper is relevant for

all public sector entities that report their financial results in
accordance with PSAS. While the specific examples in this paper
focus on municipalities, the same implications can be applied to
other entities with slight modification to incorporate the differences
In operations in the various types of public sector entities.

With that in mind, let's talk about a new reporting standard which
Is required to be implemented by public sector entities for years
ending on or after April 1, 2022 and why it is important for TCWG
to understand the implications of this new standard. This standard
pertains to Asset Retirement Obligations (ARO) and requires public
sector entities to set up a liability related to the legal obligation

for retiring a tangible capital asset. The assets that fall into this
standard are the ones that are controlled by the public sector entity
and includes leased assets. This standard has far-reaching impacts
for municipalities and requires proper attention from TCWG, in
order to exercise appropriate oversight over the financial reporting
process. We have highlighted some key items here:

a) Completeness of liabilities
b) Legal obligations

) Completeness of assets

) Technical expertise

) Financing repercussions

f)  Environmental Social Governance (ESG) implications

Let's talk about these one by one!
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In many cases, the liability associated with AROs has not been recorded
within the financial records of the public sector entities which means that
these entities are underreporting their obligations. It is possible that certain
public sector entities might have some of these obligations included within
their legal obligations however it is unclear how these are being tracked

and whether the process used to determine the magnitude of these legal
obligations is accurate.

Not only is it important to have accurate and complete information for the measurement and
recognition of these liabilities for financial reporting purposes, but the same information is
also equally important for financial planning and for effective financial management of the
municipalities.

One of the tools used by municipalities in order to perform long term financial planning is
through reserves and reserve funds to ensure they have sufficient funds set aside for future
needs. If a municipality does not have a clear understanding of their ARO liability, it would
hinder their ability to assess the adequacy of their reserve funds. Cash flow management
would also be impacted due to the potential unplanned outflow in any given year.

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Next, let’s talk about legal obligations. It is important to understand that the
obligation related to the ARO is a legal obligation. However, unlike some of
the traditional legal obligations, where there might be uncertainty around the
outcome of the legal item, there is no uncertainty related to the existence of
the future obligation related to an ARO. This means that the future settlement
Is guaranteed for an ARO and the uncertainty in this situation is limited to the
quantification or the amount of the future settlement.

Not getting a good handle on the ARO liability also increases the risk of negative legal implications
for the municipality in the future. As an example, if there is a contaminated site that requires a
municipality to perform clean up to ensure the safety of the residents, but this contamination is
not rectified in a timely and reasonable manner as required by environmental regulations. This
could result in severe legal implications for the municipality due to the hazardous nature of these
materials and potential negative health impact on the residents.

The new AROQ reporting standard also includes the concept of promissory estoppel as part of the
legal liability assessment. For your convenience, we have included the definition of promissory
estoppel in the glossary at the end of this document.

The key point that is important to emphasize is that it would be important to engage a legal expert
as part of the ARO implementation team as this assessment might be outside the expertise of the
core finance team members.

C. LOMPIBEENESS O asse

When Canadian municipalities first began reporting their tangible capital assets as a component of their
balance sheets back in 1999, it was apparent that many municipalities did not have good historical data
on the assets that they owned at that time and consequently many still do not have a complete listing of
owned assets. A comprehensive approach to asset management brings numerous benefits to local and
regional governments and assists them in being able to demonstrate that taxpayers get good value from

each capital asset they fund, in part or in whole.

This is a contributing factor as to why there are regulatory
requirements for good asset management practices. For
example, the Federal Gas Tax Agreement requires municipalities
to demonstrate a strong asset management system. In absence
of a well-thought-out asset management plan, local municipalities
could put at risk the operational effectiveness of their assets,
public health and safety and overall public confidence in the

local government. A solid asset management approach helps to
ensure reliability of the services offered by a local government
and thus instill more confidence from the public.

Asset management itself is quite a broad topic of discussion

for municipalities, perhaps the above description provides an
understanding of why there is so much emphasis placed on
good asset management. As important as it already was to have
a complete listing of tangible capital assets in order to develop a
reasonable asset management plan, it has become even more
so with the implementation of financial reporting standards for
ARQOs. This due to the fact that AROs are based on identifiable

tangible capital assets controlled by the Entity. If the asset
listing Is not complete or not up to date, any obligations relating
to assets not being reported would also not be captured. If
items are missed in the scoping and measurement of AROs,
this results in a significant risk for the municipalities where the
corresponding liabilities will be incomplete. There might be
other consequences of missing these liabilities for municipalities
depending on the nature and extent of error such as cash-flow
management, environmental and social implications.

The ARO standard does not require entities to assess their
overall asset management approach for reasonableness. The
ARQO standard also does not require entities to undertake an
asset management exercise to make sure they have a complete
inventory of all of their assets. However, it is quite clear that

the entities who have an accurate and complete listing of

their assets through a well-thought-out asset management

plan are the ones who will be in the best position to ensure
completeness of their AROs.

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Another matter to consider and assess is the quality of the information that the
entity has regarding their assets. How well does the entity understand its assets
including the nature and components of its assets? For the finance team to scope
and measure the ARO associated with different assets, they would need clear
guidance from subject matter experts that understand the technical aspect of
this determination.

Finance teams would likely have the requisite expertise relating to the cost and fair value of these
assets but may not be as aware of the legal, environmental, and / or other obligations attached to
these assets. The knowledge of subject matter experts will be to assist the finance team in this area.

In addition to legal experts, other experts on which the exercise may depend upon include individuals
from the operations team, mechanical and engineering teams, etc.

It would be important to have a discussion with the finance team to identify which subject matter
experts are considered necessary based on their initial assessment in order to make optimal resource
allocations. It would also be important to note that these needs could change as the implementation
project matures.

Even though not directly related to ARO, financing repercussions should also be front of mind

with overall asset management, particularly when planning for asset replacement / remediation /
maintenance. In different provinces in Canada, there are restrictions on the amount of borrowing for
local municipalities. In Ontario, for instance, long-term borrowing is restricted to capital investments
and is also subject to a prescribed maximum level based on a preset formula.

Local municipalities use debt to help finance large capital projects. Local municipalities conduct long-term financial planning
through the adoption of a multi-year capital plan and a long-term fiscal plan that would typically consider the amount and
timing of debt necessary to support the planned expenditures over the term of Councll. It also becomes important to
understand the useful life of the asset in order to match the cost to the period over which the benefits are received. This
provides more affordable financing by matching the repayment term to the economic useful life of the project, instead of
funding the entire cost from current revenues.

In recent years, we have noted the trend of the issuance of green bonds, with the province of Ontario reaching a whopping
$10.75 billion in green bonds in 2021. Other local municipalities are following suit and this move is expected to continue.

It would be important to have a good grasp on the asset management plans before these green bonds are attached to
environmentally friendly infrastructure capital projects. Talking about green bonds, let's move into other ESG considerations.

It is quite interesting that the concept of ARO touches all three aspects of the ESG spectrum i.e.,
environmental, social and governance. Physical contamination caused by hazardous materials such
as asbestos or the toxins and leachate from landfills are all contributors towards damaging the
environment.

Inappropriate or sub-optimal treatment of these hazardous materials can have significant health detriments which becomes a
social responsibility issue whereby the expectation is that public sector entities, especially municipalities would ensure appropriate
level of remediation for these hazardous items. The heightened fiduciary responsibility in the public sector environment especially
with the elected officials with the municipalities creates a huge need for an appropriate level of governance in place.

The ESG implications for ARO have gained a lot of traction in recent years. These discussions have become more important now
as public sector entities work towards the implementation of this new standard. \While it is important to embrace ESG into our
strategic planning, it will be critical to ensure that this planning is comprehensive and well thought out. As daunting as this task
can seem, the key is to have a structured approach to map out what is relevant for the organization and to design a plan to tackle
these implications.

In conclusion, while the ARO standard implementation may seem like any other accounting standard implementation, it has
far reaching implications from a municipal operational and governance perspective requiring consideration and input from
the organization as a whole, not just its finance team. It is therefore critical to take the time to understand these implications
and design a plan to address them in a meaningful manner.

Information is obscured if it is communicated in a way that would have a similar effect for users of
financial statements to omitting or misstating that information. The following are examples of
circumstances that may result in material information being obscured:

b) information regarding a material item, transaction or other event is scattered throughout the
financial statements;

c) dissimilar items, transactions or other events are inappropriately aggregated;
d) similar items, transactions or other events are inappropriately disaggregated; and

e) the understandability of the financial statements is reduced as a result of material
information being hidden by immaterial information to the extent that a primary user is
unable to determine what information is material.

Fraud & error

Fraudulent financial reporting involves intentional misstatements including omissions of amounts or
disclosures in financial statements to deceive financial statement users.

Misappropriation of assets involves the theft of an entity’s assets. It is often accompanied by false
or misleading records or documents in order to conceal the fact that the assets are missing or have
been pledged without proper authorization.

An error is an unintentional misstatement in financial statements, including the omission of an
amount or a disclosure.

BACKGROUND
Resolution #A28/20 at Board of Directors Meeting #3/20, held on April 24, 2020, approved the
Greenspace Acquisition Project for 2021-2030.

This acquisition comes to TRCA through a proposal to develop 760 and 770 Kingston Road
(CFN: 65953 - Application #: 1430/21/PICK). The development proposal involves removal of
0.22 ha of Fresh-Moist Willow Lowland Deciduous Forest, and enclosure of 120 m of the
Amberlea Creek watercourse in the Frenchman’s Bay Watershed with a 143 m long x 3.66 m x
1.82 m concrete box culvert, to facilitate the development of 88 stacked townhomes over
underground parking at 760 and 770 Kingston Road in the City of Pickering. The existing twin
culverts crossing Amberlea creek on site will be removed and the existing creek within the site
will be filled in. The new/proposed box culvert is designed to allow for conveyance of flood flows
along the northwest and northeast boundaries of the site.
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To adequately compensate for the loss of these features and the land base of the natural
heritage system, the landowner will fund the restoration of these or similar features off site and
convey lands for restoration works to occur. As such, it is staff opinion that the test of
"conservation of land” can be met in this unique circumstance.

The ecosystem compensation plan includes cash-in-lieu payment to TRCA to implement
ecosystem restoration on lands owned by a subsidiary of the landowner located north-east of
Finch Avenue West and Altona Road in the City of Pickering. These lands totaling 2.36 ha will
be conveyed at no cost to TRCA and include a valley corridor, watercourse, vegetated valley
slopes and 0.43 ha of un-vegetated tableland that can be restored to a natural state.

Offsite ecosystem compensation is provided which will result in approximately 0.43 ha of new
native planting within the City of Pickering.

Negotiations have been conducted with Steve Brown, Director, acting as agent for the owners
Icon Homes (Icon Forest North Limited).

Access to the subject lands will be achieved through its frontage on Altona Road.

AND FURTHER THAT authorized TRCA officials be directed to take the necessary action
to finalize the transaction, including obtaining any necessary approvals and the signing
and execution of documents.

BACKGROUND

The Regional Municipality of Durham has requested the conveyance and a permanent
easement of TRCA-owned lands, located on south side of Peter Matthews Drive (formerly
Concession Road 3) and west of Valley Farm Road, in the City of Pickering, Regional
Municipality of Durham, required for reconstruction and extension of Peter Matthews Drive,
Duffins Creek Watershed.

The reconstruction and extension of Peter Matthews Drive (formerly Concession Road 3) covers
work from approximately Brock Road to west of the CPR trails and will include a widening of the
existing road from a 2-lane rural road to a 4-lane urban road, including construction of a multi-
use path on the south side of the road and extension of the road west of the Brock West
Landfill.

These works are part of the servicing for the new Seaton community in the City of Pickering and
were previously reviewed through the Central Pickering Development Plan Class Environmental
Assessment (EA) for Regional Services (June 2014). North Pickering Community Management
Inc. is acting as agent for the Regional Municipality of Durham.

An archaeological investigation has been completed, with any mitigation measures being
carried out to the satisfaction of TRCA staff, at the expense of North Pickering Community
Management Inc.

A permit pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, as amended, has been obtained by North
Pickering Community Management Inc. for these works. As part of the permit, a landscape plan
was prepared and approved.

The subject TRCA-owned lands were acquired from Clarendon Woods Limited on March 13,
1962, under the Duffin’s Creek Flood Plain Lands Project.

Attachment 1 is a sketch illustrating the location of the subject lands. Attachment 2 is an
orthophoto illustrating the location of the subject lands.

KEY ISSUE

Amend 360°kids Support Services lease on Toronto and Region Conservation Authority-owned
(TRCA) land to renovate the on-property coach house, facilitating an operational expansion to
360°kids youth transition facility located north of Rouge Street and east of Mill Street,
municipally known as 17 Mill Street, in the City of Markham, Regional Municipality of York,
Rouge River watershed.

RECOMMENDATION:

THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS THAT WHEREAS TRCA received 360°kids
Support Services’ request to amend their lease agreement to permit capital
improvements to the coach house that is within the leased premises, being those
premises located north of Rouge Street, east of Mill Street, municipally known as 17 Mill
Street, City of Markham, Regional Municipality of York, Rouge River watershed;

THAT the rent remains a nominal sum of $12 per annum, and that 360°kids Support
Services is solely responsible for organizing, planning and paying for all renovation and
capital costs;

THAT the term be amended to include two additional extension periods of five years at
TRCA'’s sole option;

THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT TRCA amend the lease with 360°kids Support
Services to extend the term of the lease and to permit capital improvements to the coach
house building within the leased area, being land of 0.97 hectares (0.24 acres), more or
less; said land being Part of Lot 9, Concession 8, City of Markham, municipally known as
17 Mill Street, City of Markham, Regional Municipality of York;

THAT the lease with 360°kids Support Services is subject to the following terms and
conditions:

(1) that the original ten-year term of the lease is amended to include two
additional five-year extensions at TRCA’s sole option;

(i) that consideration is $12 per annum, plus HST;

(iii)  that 360°kids Support Services is responsible for all planning & approvals
required to begin construction and subsequent operation of the youth
transition facility;

(iv)  that 360°kids Support Services is responsible for all capital improvements
required to renovate the coach house building;

(v) that 360°kids Support Services is responsible for all costs associated with the
development and operation of the youth transition facility;
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(vi)  any other terms and conditions deemed appropriate by TRCA staff and
solicitor;

All legal, and other costs associated with the coach house shall be paid for by 360°kids
Support Services;

THAT an archaeological review will be completed at the expense of 360°kids Support
Services along with any mitigating measures completed to the satisfaction of TRCA,;

THAT said lease is subject to the approval of the Ministry of the Environment,
Conservation and Parks in accordance with Section 21(2) of the Conversation Authorities
Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter C.27, as amended,;

AND FURTHER THAT authorized TRCA officials are directed to take necessary action to
finalize the transaction, including obtaining necessary approvals, signing, and executing
documents.

BACKGROUND
At Authority meeting #4/16, held on May 27, 2016, Resolution #78 was adopted in part as
follows:

“THAT Toronto and Region Conservation Authority (TRCA) enter into a lease
arrangement with 360°kids Support Services to operate and manage a youth transition
facility located at 17 Mill Street, City of Markham, Regional Municipality of York, Rouge
River watershed:;

THAT the term of the lease be for 10 years;

THAT consideration be a nominal sum of $12 per annum along with an initial capital
investment of $120,000 for building restoration;

THAT the final terms and conditions of the agreement be satisfactory to TRCA staff and
solicitors....”

On December 22, 2016, TRCA entered into the ten-year lease agreement with 360°kids Support
Services to operate and manage a youth transition facility at 17 Mill Street, City of Markham.
TRCA'’s partnership with 360°kids Support Services encourages their staff to provide programs
and services to at-risk and homeless youth. In addition to affordable housing, since 1988,
360°kids offer counselling, employment services, community outreach and mentorship services
at this and various other locations.

In late 2016, 360°kids invested approximately $120,000 to renovate the historic 17 Mill Street
home into a youth facility. Upon completion, staff implemented the Transitions Program to help
York Region’s youth live semi-autonomously for up to three years. While subsidizing rent, staff
at 360°kids work with youth to progressively increase their independence by helping residents to
create long-term goals and plans and seek progressively more rewarding work while
incrementally increasing rent. At the completion of the term, residents are encouraged to
transition out of the program as productive members of society.
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In its sixth year of the lease, 360°kids recently proposed an additional major improvement to the
Mill Street property to renovate the approximately 950 square foot coach house to create
additional livable space for York Region’s youth.

While the capital contribution to complete this project is sizable, 360°kids Support Services’
corporate and community partnerships will provide in-kind consulting, construction, financial and
material project support. Local companies will also make educational, training, and employment
opportunities available to local youth. Similar to 2016, David Johnston Architect Ltd. will provide
design and implementation services ensuring a successful renovation. Estimated total project
cost is >$150,000.

Given that 360°kids Support Services’ existing lease is in the sixth of a ten-year term, the two
five-year extensions at TRCA'’s sole option are recommended to ensure the community
investment into this project is maximized by York Region’s at-risk youth, as well as provide
certainty to funders that their lease relationship will continue.

The amended lease requires 360°kids Support Services to continue to assume all responsibility
for the lands under lease, which includes but is not limited to all costs pertaining to the
renovations, repairs, utilities, operations, and property taxes associated with 17 Mill Street.

Attachment 1 is a site plan of the leased area and Attachment 2 is an orthophoto of the leased
area.

Lease Agreement

The area subject to this lease consists of approximately 0.97 hectares (0.24 acres) of land. The
following are the key terms and conditions of the proposed lease amendment:

1. Lease Payment: $12 per annum, plus HST;

2. Renovation Capital Investment: managed and paid in full by 360°kids Support Services;

3. Amended Term: existing ten-year term expires December 31, 2026, amended to include two
5-year extensions at TRCA'’s sole option;

4. Insurance: 360°kids Support Services will provide $5 million in commercial general liability
insurance;

5. Expenses: 360°kids Support Services is responsible for all applicable taxes, utilities and costs
associated with the development and operation of the youth transition facility;

6. Further Approvals: 360°kids Support Services will comply with any applicable laws,
directions, rules, and regulations.

RATIONALE

The proposed amendment to the existing 360°kids Support Services lease agreement expands
space available to the Transitions Program at 17 Mill Street and as a result accommodating a
greater number of at-risk youths.

The amendment also facilitates capital infusion at this property. The project will enhance the
condition of buildings on this property.

Toronto and Region Conservation Authority (TRCA) participation in Township of Uxbridge
trailhead parking permit pilot project.

RECOMMENDATION:

THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS THAT Toronto and Region Conservation
Authority (TRCA) participate in the Township of Uxbridge trailhead parking permit pilot
project;

AND FURTHER THAT staff report back to the Board of Directors on the results of the
pilot project.

BACKGROUND

TRCA has identified the opportunity to utilize pay-for-parking services at passive use properties
to generate additional revenues which will be allocated to state of good repair needs and visitor
amenity initiatives within these properties. Passive use properties are defined as greenspaces
where select public use activities are permitted without a cost for access or use, but where few
facilities are provided.

At Board of Directors Meeting, held on October 22, 2021, Resolution # A209/21 was approved
as follows:

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT this report regarding the Paid Parking on Conservation
Lands initiative be received;

AND FURTHER THAT TRCA staff report back on the City of Richmond Hill and the
Township of Uxbridge interest on pursuing a future paid parking pilot on TRCA-managed
lands.

There are over 300 kilometres (km) of trails in the Township of Uxbridge, managed or on lands
owned by the Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of Durham or Lake Simcoe
Conservation Authority (LSCA). TRCA has a network of approximately 120 km of trails on
TRCA-managed lands in the Township of Uxbridge, including the East Duffins Headwaters
Properties (Skyloft, Dagmar Forest, Glen Major, Walker Woods North and Walker Woods) and
West Duffins Headwaters Properties (Clubine Forest, Secord Forest and Wildlife Area, and
Goodwood Resource Management Tract). These lands are home to sections of the Trans
Canada Trall, the Oak Ridges Moraine Trail and many other multi-use trails that provide
recreational space for walkers, hikers, mountain bikers, equestrians, cross-country skiers,
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showshoers, and fat bikers. Trails on TRCA lands are closely linked with trails in municipal
rights of way and neighbouring Durham lands managed by LSRCA.

TRCA installed trail counters at eight trail access points in the East Duffins Headwaters
Properties in mid-2021. Between July 2021 and April 2022, TRCA has recorded approximately
96,600 visitors at these locations. Over 45,600 of those visitors have been recorded at trail
access points off the Aggregate Pit lot (1469 Concession 6) and the Three Rocks lot (1120
Concession 7).

The Township of Uxbridge is reviewing trailhead parking in their municipality. The public trail
network is a feature of the Township of Uxbridge (Trails Capital of Canada) and the trails have
been immensely popular during the COVID-19 pandemic. Parking along rural and narrow
concession roads when the parking lots are overwhelmed was frequent in 2020 and 2021. All
public trail owners and managers expressed an interest in collectively leveraging this popularity
to secure financial investments in trail program and services. In addition, the Township of
Uxbridge wanted to further economic development by attracting trail visitors to local businesses.

RATIONALE
The Township of Uxbridge is currently developing a smartphone app-based parking permit
system for trailheads in the Township. These trailhead parking areas are owned and/or
managed by the following:

e Township of Uxbridge

e Regional Municipality of Durham (managed by LSRCA)

e Toronto and Region Conservation Authority.

The parking permit project’s objectives are to:

e Generate through the Trail Sustainability Fund, revenue from non-residents for
maintenance of the public trail system located in the Township of Uxbridge, being over
300 km of trails.

e Use the Trail Sustainability Fund for programs and services in support of the public trail
system in the Township of Uxbridge.

¢ Encourage economic activity throughout the Township of Uxbridge through use of
advertising and promotions within a smartphone app used for parking payments.

The Township of Uxbridge will be piloting the parking permit system for a one-year period at
certain trailheads (see details in Attachment 1: Uxbridge Parking Permit and Trail Sustainability
Fund Memorandum of Understanding - draft). The first phase includes two TRCA-managed lots
at the East Duffins Headwaters Properties (Aggregate Pit lot at 1469 Concession 6 and Three
Rocks lot at 1120 Concession 7), so the Township has requested TRCA'’s participation in the
pilot project. The Regional Municipality of Durham has also been asked to patrticipate in the
one-year pilot. Two additional lots that feed directly into the TRCA trail network in the East
Duffins Headwaters Properties (Albright lot at 2989 Concession 6 and Towers lot at 2990
Concession 7) are on Township of Uxbridge Road rights-of-way and will be included in the pilot
project.

The pilot is targeted to start in summer 2022. Near the end of the one-year pilot period, the
parties will evaluate the project and determine next steps.

The following fee structure is proposed for the pilot.
e $6.00 for a one-day parking permit for non-residents, where a permit can be purchased
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at one location and used at other locations during that same day.

e $75.00 for an annual pass.

e Where payments are processed at the Township office or the Township website, rather
than through the smartphone app, there will be an additional $4.00 processing charge to
cover administrative resources.

¢ No fee will be required for residents of the Township of Uxbridge. They will need to
confirm a permit through the app, but no fee will be charged.

Free or discounted parking can be enabled in the app with codes. This is being investigated for
the participating parties, their service providers, including volunteers, and special permit
holders.

All revenues collected through parking permit fees will be held by the Township in escrow as
part of the Trail Sustainability Fund. The fund will finance maintenance, improvement, and
expansion of infrastructure in connection with the public trail system in the Township of
Uxbridge. TRCA will prioritize improvements to its existing trail and trailhead to address state of
good repair and visitor experience issues.

The Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of Durham, Lake Simcoe Region
Conservation Authority and TRCA will form a Steering Committee to direct the release of funds
from the Trail Sustainability Fund. The Steering Committee will meet quarterly to review
finances and investment priorities and will maintain a Project Prioritization document to support
the decision-making.

The Township of Uxbridge will provide parking permit enforcement and will install parking permit
signs. All of the above, is being considered in the development of the enabling TRCA and
Township of Uxbridge Memorandum of Understanding and ongoing efforts to advance the
TRCA Trail Strategy through partnerships with organizations and support from all levels of
government.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

The Parties are working together to establish a fund (the “Trail Sustainability
Fund”) for the financing of maintenance, improvement and expansion of
infrastructure in connection with the public trail system located in the geographic
Township of Uxbridge.

The Parties wish to establish a pilot project for the development and
implementation of a parking permit system on certain lands as described in
Schedule “A” (the “Lands”) to generate revenue for the Trail Sustainability Fund.

Those parts of the Lands illustrated on Schedule “B” (the “Parking Lots”) are
intended to be used for parking by members of the public utilizing the public trall
system.

The Township is the registered owner of part of the Lands, as further noted in
Schedule “A”.

The Region is the registered owner of part of the Lands, as further noted in
Schedule “A”.

The TRCA is the registered owner of part of the Lands, as further noted in
Schedule “A”, and the public trail system serviced by parking on the Lands is
partially within the jurisdiction of the TRCA.

The Lake Simcoe Region Conservation Authority (‘LSRCA”) manages the portion
of the Lands owned by the Region as noted in Schedule “A”, and the public trail
system serviced by parking on the Lands is partially within the jurisdiction of the
LSRCA.

Fees for the parking permit system on the Lands are intended to be primarily
collected through a smartphone app, allowing for economic benefits beyond trail
use through providing trail users with advertising and promotion of local events,
restaurants and retailers.

The Parties wish to enter this Memorandum of Understanding (the “MOU”) for the
purpose of setting out each Party’s commitments and contribution to the Project
as defined herein.

Objectives.

This Memorandum of Understanding (the “MOU”) reflects the Parties’ genuine
intentions to collaborate on establishing and implementing a parking permit system
on the Lands and the application of revenues received to finance programs and
services in connection with the public trail system located in the Township of
Uxbridge as a pilot project.

It is the objective of the pilot project to:

(a) Generate through the Trail Sustainability Fund revenue from non-residents for
maintenance of the public trail system located in the Township of Uxbridge,
being over 300 km of trails;

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Steering Committee

The Parties shall establish a Steering Committee consisting of the representatives
of each of the Parties as well as the LSRCA, in accordance with the Terms of
Reference attached as Schedule “C” (the “Steering Committee”).

Parking Permit Fee Structure

The fee structure for the parking permits for the Lands during the pilot project will
be as follows:

iii) Where payments are processed at the Township office or the Township
website, rather than through the smartphone app, there will be an additional
$4.00 processing charge to cover administrative resources;

iv) No fee will be required for residents of the Township of Uxbridge for the
duration of this pilot project;

V) No fee will be required for paid or unpaid contractors (including volunteers
and agreement partners) when they are doing work on the trails and other
lands owned by the Parties serviced by the Parking Lots. Personal vehicles
used by employees of the Parties for doing such work as described above
will need to be identified in the system for this purpose. Volunteers will only
qualify for the exemption when doing such work as described above, and
will be subject to the standard rates when visiting the trails for recreational
purposes only;

Vi) The Township may grant exemptions from parking permit fees, including in
conjunction with special event permits, film agreements or other
agreements;

Project Revenues

All net revenues (revenues minus 4Pay app fees) collected through parking permit
fees for the Lands during the pilot project will be held by the Township in escrow.
The use of such funds will be at the direction of the Steering Committee which may
approve the use of revenue from the parking permit fees to finance programs and
services in connection with the public trail system located in the Township of
Uxbridge, including but not limited to,
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(a) Trail state of good repair;

(b) Wayfinding signs;

(c) Benches/rest areas;

(d) Hazard mitigation;

(e) Trail development;

(f) Waste collection;

(g) Parking lot maintenance;

(h) Restroom maintenance; and

(i) Snow removal.

The Parties acknowledge that Durham Forest has its own snow removal contract
which will be retained without payment from the Trail Sustainability Fund. The
Parties also acknowledge that the pilot project does not, in any way, have an effect
on the Forest Management Agreement in place between the Region and LSRCA,
and the terms and conditions set out in the Forest Management Agreement are sill

in force.

Revenue generated through parking infraction enforcement will be used by the
Township By-law Services to enforce the permit parking.

Financial Reporting

The Township’s Treasurer will provide financial reporting to the Steering
Committee in advance of quarterly meetings regarding the revenues collected
through the Trail Sustainability Fund and actual expenditures against planned
expenditure.

Liability

Each Party (“Indemnifying Party”) shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the
other Parties, including its elected officials, directors, officers, employees and
agents from and against all claims, damages, costs, expenses, losses or liabilities
whatsoever (including reasonable legal fees) arising from or relating to the
Indemnifying Party’s negligent act or omission or wilful misconduct.

The Parties will be responsible for maintaining proper levels of insurance coverage
where applicable. Notwithstanding the foregoing, limitation of liability language is
intended to be included in the smartphone app and on permits issued outside of
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the smartphone app, indicating that the Parking Lots are not monitored and that
users of Parking Lots are responsible for loss, damage and injury.

7. Enforcement

Parking enforcement within the Parking Lots will be provided by the Township, and
the Region and the TRCA hereby authorize the employees and agents of the
Township to enter upon the Lands for such purposes. The Region and the TRCA
shall provide such other written acknowledgements and agreements as may be
required in order to give effect to this section.

8. Term.

)] The Parties intend that this MOU represents a pilot project and the MOU
shall have a term commencing on the date of this Memorandum and
terminating 12-months from the said date.

1)) The Parties agree to revisit the terms of the MOU and the objectives and
implementation of the Project at the time of the last quarterly meeting of the
Steering Committee prior to the end of the 12-month term of the MOU.

iii) It is the current intention of the Parties (but not a requirement of this MOU)
that a new agreement will be entered into prior to the termination of this
MOU, following consideration of the Steering Committee Annual Report.

9. Implementation

This MOU will come into effect upon endorsement by the Council for each of the
Region and the Township, and the Board of the TRCA.

Other agreements between one or more of the Parties will be necessary to fully
execute the pilot project and the Parties will act in good faith in the negotiation of
such formal agreements to give effect to their mutual intention as set out in this
MOU.

TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR TRAILS SUSTAINABILITY FUND STEERING
COMMITTEE

1. Mandate

1.1The Trails Sustainability Fund Steering Committee (the “Steering Committee”)
is established jointly by the Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of
Durham, Toronto and Region Conservation Authority, and the Lake Simcoe
Region Conservation Authority in accordance with these Terms of Reference.
Committee members are guided by these Terms of Reference.

1.2 The Steering Committee is to undertake the obligations and fulfill the objectives
provided for in a Memorandum of Understanding between the Township of
Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of Durham, Toronto and Region
Conservation Authority, and the Lake Simcoe Region Conservation Authority,
dated , 2022, in connection with the Trails Sustainability Fund, as may
be amended from time to time by the parties thereto.

2. Scope of Activities

2.1The Steering Committee will determine the allocation of money held in the
Trails Sustainability Fund toward programs and services in connection with the
public trail system located in the Township of Uxbridge, including but not limited
to:

(a) Trail state of good repair;
(b) Wayfinding signs;

(c) Benches/rest areas;

(d) Hazard mitigation;

(e) Trail development;

(f) Waste collection;

(g) Parking lot maintenance;

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(h) Restroom maintenance; and
(i) Snow removal (excluding Durham Forest).

2.2The Steering Committee will direct the release of funds from escrow for such
allocated purposes.

2.3The Steering Committee shall prepare and maintain a Project Prioritization
document enabling a clear process of decision making and to determine what
items or tasks to prioritize. This document shall be prepared before any funds
are released (to the Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of
Durham, the Toronto and Region Conservation Authority, or the Lake Simcoe
Region Conservation Authority).

Composition

3.1The Steering Committee will consist of four members. One member will be
appointed by each of the Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of
Durham, the Toronto and Region Conservation Authority, and the Lake Simcoe
Region Conservation Authority.

3.2Term of Membership shall be at the discretion of the appointee.

3.3 Administrative support will be provided by the Township of Uxbridge.

Sub-Committees

4.1When making decisions, the Steering Committee may consult an Advisory
Committee which shall be a non-decision-making Committee comprised of
stakeholders representing trail users, adjacent property owners, and with a
vested interest in using, maintaining and the sustainability of trails and trail-
related infrastructure in the Township of Uxbridge.

Meetings

5.1 Meetings will be held once per quarter. The Steering Committee will establish
a meeting schedule and location. Meetings may be held virtually, in person, or

a combination thereof.

5.2 A quorum for a Steering Committee meeting shall consist of all sitting members
or their designate.

5.3Meetings will be chaired by the Township appointed member or their designate.
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6.
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Resolutions
6.1 The Steering Committee will seek to achieve consensus on decisions.

6.21f an issue cannot be resolved, there will be a vote taken. Recommendations
are “carried” if supported by a majority. If a vote is required, a show of hands,
unless otherwise requested, will determine the majority decision.

6.3 Any question on which there is a tie vote shall be deemed to be lost.

6.4 Only resolutions as they appear in the adopted Minutes may be considered as
officially representing the position of the Steering Committee.

Reports

7.1An annual report summarizing the activities completed in the previous year
shall be prepared by the Steering Committee. The annual report shall be
forwarded to each of the Township of Uxbridge, the Regional Municipality of
Durham, the Toronto and Region Conservation Authority and the Lake Simcoe
Region Conservation Authority.

7.2The first annual report shall be prepared following the third quarterly meeting
of the Steering Committee.

KEY ISSUE

Issuance of permission pursuant to Section 28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act to make
site alterations within a Regulated Area for topsoil stripping, grading, installation of an exfiltration
gallery and stormwater management outfall to facilitate a commercial development within the
Northwest Corner Bayly Street and Church Street, (Lot 15, Concession 1, City of Pickering,
Regional Municipality of Durham).

RECOMMENDATION:

WHEREAS the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing issued a Minister’s Zoning
Order (MZO) for the subject property on October 30, 2020, as Ontario Regulation 607/20;

WHEREAS the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing issued an amendment to the
Minister’s Zoning Order (MZO) for the subject property on July 2, 2021, as Ontario
Regulation 515/21;

WHEREAS Section 28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act requires the Authority to
issue permission for a development project that has been authorized by a Minister’s
Zoning Order (MZO) issued under the Planning Act, and where the lands in question are
not located within a Greenbelt Area as identified through Section 2 of the Greenbelt Act;

WHEREAS an MZO is not required to be consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement
and Section 28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act prohibits the Authority from
refusing to grant permission for a development project that has been authorized by a
Minister’s Zoning Order (MZO), outside of the Greenbelt despite, (a) anything in Section
28 or in aregulation made under Section 28, and (b) anything in subsection 3(5) of the
Planning Act;

WHEREAS Section 28.0.1(6), of the Conservation Authorities Act, permits the Authority
to attach conditions to the permission, including conditions to mitigate any effects the
development may have on the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches, pollution,
or the conservation of land and/or in the event of a natural hazard, might jeopardize the
health or safety of persons or result in the damage or destruction of property;
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WHEREAS Section 28.0.1(24), of the Conservation Authorities Act, provides that where a
permit is to be issued pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, the applicant is required to
enter into an agreement with the Conservation Authority;

AND WHEREAS TRCA staff, in the absence of an approved MZO, would normally issue a
Permit for the commercial development where it has been demonstrated there will no
impact on the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches, pollution, the conservation
of land, or jeopardize the health or safety of persons or result in the damage or
destruction of property;

THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT Pickering Developments (Bayly) Inc. in the

City of Pickering be granted permission through a Permit to make alterations within an
area of interference of a Provincially Significant Wetland for topsoil stripping, grading,
installation of an exfiltration gallery and stormwater management outfall to facilitate a

commercial development within the Northwest Corner Bayly Street and Church Street,
(Lot 15, Concession 1, City of Pickering, Regional Municipality of Durham);

AND FURTHER THAT the Executive Committee, authorize the entering into of the
required agreement related to the Permit for the site works.

MZO PERMIT SUMMARY

e Section 28.0.1 applies, and the Board must issue this permit.

e TRCA Staff support the issuance of this permit application as the applicant
has demonstrated that it does not impact flooding, erosion, dynamic
beaches, pollution, the conservation of land, or jeopardize the health or
safety of persons or result in the damage or destruction of property.

e The conditions of this permit include standard conditions and one
additional condition have been agreed upon by the proponent with their
filing of this application.

e An Agreement is required and will include standard Permit conditions and
one additional Permit condition.

e This report and approval are required to allow the applicant to proceed with
construction.

BACKGROUND

Permit Applications, Property Descriptions and Background

The owner has applied for permission pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, and Section
28.0.1 of the Conservation Authorities Act for topsail stripping, grading, installation of an
exfiltration gallery and stormwater management outfall to facilitate a commercial development.
The development is for a Porsche Experience Centre consisting of one building with

two (2) surface parking lots, a driving circuit that includes a staging area, a handling track, a low
friction handling course, a dynamic area, and a circular track. This development will be located
on lands at the Northwest Corner Bayly Street and Church Street in the City of Pickering. The
lands are part of the Durham Live development and located south of the existing Casino.

The MZO and MZO amendment converted the land use from agricultural to commercial
including a mix of commercial uses (Casino, office space, parking garage, film studios, hotels,
and related amenities). The site is located within the Duffins Creek watershed and includes
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Provincially Significant Wetlands and their associated 30 metre buffer which are zoned Natural
Heritage and Open Space in the MZO, the latter of which are to be conveyed to the City of
Pickering through a Development Agreement (see Attachment 1, Location Map - Part of Lots
15 and 16, Concession 1 City of Pickering, Regional Municipality of Durham).

The entire property is 91.6 ha (226 acres) however this Permit only deals with a 12.6 ha (31
acre) portion at the southeast corner of the site, east of the Provincially Significant Wetland.
This portion of the property was subject to extensive review with the landowner and City
including consultation prior to the MZO being approved, the staking of the PSW, dripline and
continuous design meetings between TRCA Staff, the City, and the Consulting Team. The
wetlands and development limits were defined, and buffers determined in consultation with the
applicant’s engineering and environmental consultants. While Site Plan approval has not yet
been granted, the City of Pickering has stated in writing that it supports the issuance of the
permit.

This Permit includes grading and temporary erosion and sediment controls including an outlet
located in the Regulated Area to facilitate drainage and prevent erosion during topsoil stripping
and rough grading. The proposal also includes an infiltration trench along the east side of the
buffer to facilitate post-construction wetland water balance. See Attachment 2, Proposed
Works.

Mandatory Permits for MZO Development Projects

Section 28.0.1 of the amended Conservation Authorities Act (CA Act) applies to a development
project that has been authorized by an MZO under the Planning Act, within an area regulated
under Section 28(1) of the CA Act, outside of the Greenbelt Area. In TRCA'’s case, the regulated
area is prescribed in Ontario Regulation 166/06.

The provisions of this new Section of the Act are summarized as follows:

e CAs shall issue a permit.

¢ CAs may only impose conditions to the permit, including conditions to mitigate:

o Any effects the development project is likely to have on the control of flooding,
erosion, dynamic beaches or pollution or the conservation of land;

o Any conditions or circumstances created by the development project that, in the
event of a natural hazard, might jeopardize the health or safety of persons or
result in the damage or destruction of property; or

o Any other matters that may be prescribed by the regulation.

e An applicant has the right to a Hearing before the authority (Board) if there is an
objection to the permit conditions being imposed by the CA.

e |f the applicant still objects to conditions following a decision of the Hearing, the
applicant has the option to either request a Minister’s review (MNRF) or appeal to the
LPAT.

o All MZO-related CA permits must have an agreement with the permittee (can include all
parties, e.g., municipalities, on consent of applicant).

¢ The agreement shall set out actions that the holder of the permission must complete or
satisfy to compensate for ecological impacts, (where applicable), and any other impacts
that may result form the development project.

e The agreement must be executed before work commences on the site; some
enforcement provisions through court proceedings are in effect for MZO permits.

In summary, TRCA must issue a permit for development projects on lands subject to an MZO,
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outside of the Greenbelt, and can make that permission subject to conditions and must enter
into an agreement with the landowner/applicant. Consistent with current practice, Board
approval is required.

RATIONALE

Review of Permit Application by TRCA Staff

The application has been reviewed by TRCA’s water resources, ecology and hydrogeology
staff. Subject to a satisfactory response to technical comments provided on May 18, 2022 and
May 27, 2022, the proposed site alteration does not impact:

o the control of flooding — all works are located outside of the regional storm floodplain;

e erosion — no geotechnical/slope stability issues have been identified;

¢ dynamic beaches — not applicable;

e pollution — sediment and erosion control measures will be installed and maintained
through construction to prevent sediment from migrating from the site onto the adjacent
lands or features;

e conservation of land — no vegetation will be removed, no adverse impacts to nearby
natural features are anticipated, and the currently unvegetated wetland buffer will be
planted with native species;

¢ and/or in the event of a natural hazard, might jeopardize the health or safety of persons
or result in the damage or destruction of property — the temporary stormwater facilities
have been sized and located based on current best practices

Policy Guidelines:

The proposed works are consistent with Section 8.4 (General Regulation Policies) and 8.7
(Development and Interference within Wetlands and Development within Other Areas (Area of
Interference)) of the Living City Policies for Planning and Development in the Watersheds of the
Toronto and Region Conservation Authority.

Note on Site Conditions:

Shortly after the application was filed TRCA staff noted that there is a poorly drained area
developing within the previously farmed lands on the subject property which has recently begun
to pond in the spring, and which has Cattails and European Common Reed establishing within
it. This area is not captured in TRCA'’s regulatory mapping. Upon request, the applicant’s
ecology consultant prepared an addendum to their Environmental Impact Study based on site
visits, flora and fauna inventory work, and analysis of historical aerial photography. The EIS
Addendum concludes that this seasonally ponded area was only created over the past two
years in direct consequence of earthworks which interfered with previous drainage patterns.
The ponding area is isolated and does not meet TRCA's criteria for being a wetland. TRCA
Ecology staff agree with this conclusion. As a result, the applicant has committed to ensure that
an ecologist attend the site just prior to the disturbance of the area to confirm there is no bird
nesting activity or use of the area by bird fledglings. If, in the event that any such uses remain
present, a protection zone around that area is to be delineated, with work in that particular area
held off until such time as the ecologist is able to provide a clearance that nesting/fledgling use
is complete. This commitment, however, is outside of the context of this permit as a TRCA
permit is not required to develop the ponding area.

SUMMARY CONCLUSION

Approval of permission for development within the area of interference of a wetland is required
to allow the commercial development to commence. Staff are recommending the issuance of
this Permit based upon TRCA's standard permit conditions and one additional condition, which
will be included in the Agreement as required by the updated Conservation Authorities Act. See
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Attachment 3, Standard Permit Conditions and Attachment 4, Additional Permit
Condition.

Standard conditions for approval by Executive Committee on June
10, 2022

The Owner shall strictly adhere to the approved TRCA permit, plans, documents and

conditions, including TRCA redline revisions, herein referred to as the “works”, to the

satisfaction of TRCA. The Owner further acknowledges that all proposed revisions to

the design of this project that impact TRCA interests must be submitted for review and
approval by TRCA prior to implementation of the redesignedworks.

The Owner shall notify TRCA Enforcement staff 48 hours prior to the commencement
of any of the works referred to in this permit and within 48 hours upon completion ofthe
works referred to herein.

The Owner shall grant permission for TRCA staff, agents, representatives, or other
persons as may be reasonably required by TRCA, in its opinion, to enter the premises
without notice at reasonable times, for the purpose of inspecting compliance with the
approved works, and the Terms and Conditions of this permit, and to conduct all
required discussions with the Owner, their agents, consultants or representatives with
respect to the works.

The Owner acknowledges that this permit is non-transferrable and is issued only to the
current owner of the property. The Owner further acknowledges that upon transfer ofthe
property into different ownership, this permit shall be terminated and a new permit must
be obtained from TRCA by the new owner. In the case of municipal or utility projects,
where works may extend beyond lands owned or easements held by the municipality or
utility provider, landowner authorization is required to the satisfaction of TRCA.

This permit is valid for a period of two years from the date of issue unless otherwise
specified on the permit. The Owner acknowledges that it is the responsibility of the
owner to ensure a valid permit is in effect at the time works are occurring; and, if it is
anticipated that works will not be completed within the allotted time, the Owner shall
notify TRCA at least 60 days prior to the expiration date on the permit if an extension
will be requested.

The Owner shall ensure all excess fill (soil or otherwise) generated from the works will
not be stockpiled and/or disposed of within any area regulated by TRCA (on or off-site)
pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, as amended, without a permit from TRCA.

The Owner shall install effective erosion and sediment control measures prior to the
commencement of the approved works and maintain such measures in good working
order throughout all phases of the works to the satisfaction of TRCA.

The Owner acknowledges that the erosion and sediment control strategies outlined on
the approved plans are not static and that the Owner shall upgrade and amend the
erosion and sediment control strategies as site conditions change to preventsediment
releases to the natural environment to the satisfaction of TRCA.

The Owner shall repair any breaches of the erosion and sediment control measures
within 48 hours of the breach to the satisfaction of TRCA.



10. The Owner shall make every reasonable effort to minimize the amount of land disturbed
during the works and shall temporarily stabilize disturbed areas within 30 days of the date
the areas become inactive to the satisfaction of TRCA.

11. The Owner shall permanently stabilize all disturbed areas immediately following the
completion of the works and remove/dispose of sediment controls from the site to the
satisfaction of TRCA.

12. The Owner shall arrange a final site inspection of the works with TRCA Enforcement
staff prior to the expiration date on the permit to ensure compliance with the terms and
conditions of the permit to the satisfaction of TRCA.

13. The Owner shall pay any additional fees required by TRCA in accordance with the
TRCA Administrative Fee Schedule for Permitting Services, as may be amended, within
15 days of being advised of such in writing by TRCA for staff time allocated to the project
regarding issues of non-compliance and/or additional technical review, consultation and
site visits beyond TRCA'’s standard compliance inspections.

THAT should TRCA staff be unable to negotiate a contract with the above-mentioned
proponent, staff be authorized to enter into and conclude contract negotiations with
other Proponents that submitted proposals, beginning with the next highest ranked

Proponent meeting TRCA specifications;

BACKGROUND

Colonel Samuel Smith Park consists of a man-made peninsula that extends out into Lake
Ontario in Etobicoke. The park was constructed in the late 1980s to provide erosion protection
to the shoreline, as well as provide additional recreational and ecological function to the area.
Walking trails and viewpoints were also created to provide local amenities for the community
and park users. See Attachment 1 for a map of the project area.
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In fall 2016, Riggs Engineering Limited (Riggs) was retained by TRCA to provide coastal
engineering support to undertake an assessment of the western waterfront to prioritize work on
existing erosion control structures. The assessment consisted of seventy-three shoreline erosion
control structures between Marie Curtis Park in the west to the western extent of Ontario Place in
the east. The ranking system of the assessment was based on structure condition, adjacent land-
use function, environmental factors, and planning impact factors.

Colonel Samuel Smith Park was ranked 6" in overall priority for repair. Since this report, the
higher priority areas have already been addressed through developing detailed designs or
through implementation. Riggs identified that 12 of the 19 structures should be considered for
major maintenance. Since this assessment, the Lake Ontario shoreline along Colonel Samuel
Smith Park has experienced erosion during the recent high lake level events in 2017 and 2019
and the windstorm event in April 2018. Subsequent damage has further impacted 3 additional
structures leading to a total of 15 being included in this contract. The high-water events and
wave action has caused erosion, stone displacement and scouring to the erosion control
structures, which is causing erosion along the existing trails and beaches within the park.
Attachment 2 contains some photos of the erosion.

Colonel Samuel Smith Park is a large waterfront park that provides important recreational
features for public enjoyment, as well as maintaining essential ecological habitat and robust
protection of the City of Toronto shoreline. The park contains over 2kms of protected
engineered shoreline that is currently in need of repair. The designs developed through this
contract will be integral to preserving and maintaining these features for many years to come.

RATIONALE
An RFP for detailed designs from coastal engineers was posted on the public procurement
website www.biddingo.com on March 4, 2022 and closed on April 14, 2022 at 11:00 AM.

One (1) addendum was issued on March 10, 2022 to extend the proposal submission date. The
original submission date was extended by two weeks from March 31, 2022 to April 14, 2022.

A total of fifteen (15) companies downloaded the RFP documents and two (2) proposals were
received from the following Proponent(s):

e WSP Canada Inc.

An Evaluation Committee comprised of Erosion Risk Management Business Unit staff reviewed
the proposals. The criteria used to evaluate and select the recommended Proponent included
the following:

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W.F. Baird and Associates Coastal Engineers Ltd. ranked the highest of all proponents in the
total weighted score and demonstrated a strong understanding of the key project components,
particularly by recognizing the unique opportunity to address multiple erosion control sites
simultaneously to achieve long-term erosion protection that also complements the existing park.

Therefore, it is recommended that contract No. 10037151 be awarded to W. F. Baird and
Associates Coastal Engineers Ltd. at a total cost not to exceed $290,557, plus 10%
contingency, plus applicable taxes, it being the highest ranked Proponent meeting TRCA
specifications. Proponent’s scores and staff analysis of the evaluation results can be provided in
an in-camera presentation, upon request.

RECOMMENDATION

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT the 2022 Financial Report for the three-month period ending
March 31, 2022, be received.

BACKGROUND

As part of TRCA's financial governance procedures, staff are presenting the 2021 Three Month
Financial Report, which covers the period from January 1, 2022, through to March 31, 2022.
This report provides information on the spend rate of expenditures for the first three months of
2022.

RATIONALE

TRCA believes in transparency and accountability for its spending, revenue recognition and
performance of service delivery objectives against approved budgets, for both the organization
and for each project and program as an individual endeavor. This is further supported by
TRCA'’s core values of integrity, collaboration, accountability, respect, and excellence. TRCA
recognizes that all projects and programs offered have cost implications and that all costs
incurred are reasonable and practical in support of services. Transparency throughout the
budget management process is achieved in part through the analysis and reporting on year-to-
date revenues/expenses as compared to the current fiscal year budget. To improve the
accuracy in reporting anticipated issues in expenditures, TRCA established a seasonal
forecasting baseline using historical data from the past three years to estimate the seasonal
variances within each program area.

FINANCIAL DETAILS

threshold of +/- 10% and $500,000 from anticipated quarterly spend rates. Variances within
these thresholds are deemed to be within the expected range. The capital report contains eight
(8) reportable variances for the three-month period, whereas the operating report contains one
(1) reportable variance. Attachment 3 provides explanations for each reportable variance.

As TRCA's financial governance procedures and systems continue to evolve over time, internal
processes for in-year billing from vendors, invoicing of customers and recognition of deferred
revenue/internal recoveries will become a greater area of focus for the organization.

CAPITAL REPORTABLE VARIANCE NOTES

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to expenditures being lower than previous years as staff have been
advancing contracts for specialized implementation in Q3 and Q4 at multiple project sites: Hudson Drive, German Mill's
Settlers Park, Gaffney Park, Coatsworth Dredging, and others estimated. Once these are taken into account, the variance
$1.9M and 9% which is within the acceptable threshold.

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to the Humber Bay Park East project that had work delays dues to
B inclement winter weather. The multi year project was initiated in late 2021 with substantial competition anticipated in
2024. Once this is taken into account, the variance is $219k and 5% which is within the acceptable threshold.

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to The Meadoway and the reduction to the 2021 scope of work as a
C result of the delay of the Hydro One. Work will continue to proceed through 2022 and into 2023. Once this is taken into
account, the variance is $387 and 38% which is within the acceptable threshold.

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to delays in the detailed design process for the Scarborough
Waterfront Project resulting from ongoing technical challenges and private property acquisition negotiations, led by City of

D
Toronto staff, with affected landowners. Once this is taken into account, the variance is $180k and 8% which is within the
acceptable threshold.
The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to changes in scope of work for a number of contracted service trail

e infrastructure projects including: the Moore-Heath Beltline Trail Switchback, Cudmore Creek trail improvements, and The

Meadoway. Both Cudmore Creek and The Meadoway were further delayed due to Hydro One approvals, however efforts
to convene multi-stakeholder discussions to ensure the advancement of this work will result in 2022 progress. Once these

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to the deferral of remaining site improvements at Bolton Camp until
F sufficient funding is secured. Once this is taken into account, the variance is $405k and 34% which is within the acceptable
threshold.

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to Community Transformation program that had in year changes to
G scope of work with stakeholders that will continue to be recognized and substantial completion is anticipated by Q4 2022.
Once this is taken into account, the variance is $255k and 19% which is within the acceptable threshold.

The lower than anticipated expenditures are related to TRCA's New Administrative Office with delays in delivery and the
H installation of mass timber. Once this is taken into account, the variance is $577k and 6% which is within the acceptable
threshold.

OPERATING REPORTABLE VARIANCE NOTES

The lower than anticipated expenditures are a result of staff gapping within Parks and Conservation Lands during Q1 as
well as lower expenditures at park facilities due to the inclement winter weather . Once this is taken into account, the
variance is $314k and 21% which is within the acceptable threshold.

Update on the 2023 Preliminary Municipal Levies

KEY ISSUE
Update on the 2023 preliminary municipal levies and submission process.

RECOMMENDATION:

THAT Toronto and Region Conservation Authority’s (TRCA) 2023 preliminary municipal
levy submissions for the regional municipalities of Durham, Peel and York, and the City
of Toronto, be consistent with the anticipated 2023 operating and capital funding
envelopes proposed for TRCA in the 2022 budget cycle;

THAT preliminary operating levy targets be set at the variable rates of anticipated 2023
budget for the City of Toronto and Regions of Durham and Peel and York;

THAT TRCA staff work with the Region of York to correct the operating levy imbalance;

AND FURTHER THAT TRCA staff be directed to submit the preliminary 2023 municipal
estimates and multi-year funding requests to the regional municipalities of Durham, Peel
and York, and the City of Toronto, in accordance with their respective submission
schedules.

BACKGROUND

The internal process for starting the 2023 budget estimates has commenced. TRCA'’s partner
municipalities require that TRCA provide 1 year and 4-year capital budget projections and each
municipality having its own requirements and format for this information.

TRCA staff regularly consult with partner municipality staff to: ensure that there is alignment on
objectives and deliverables; to avoid duplication of effort; to coordinate activities and
procurements to realize maximum value and efficiency; and to report on the achievement of
project deliverables.

Attachment 1 provides a summary of the anticipated distribution of funding, at the Service Area
level, though capital levy in the City of Toronto and the regional municipalities of Durham, Peel
and York. Detailed information sheets on each TRCA project and program are available to
members upon request.
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RATIONALE

Municipal Capital Funding

Regional Municipality of Durham

Durham Region budget guidelines will be provided to TRCA later this year. TRCA will be
requesting a 2023 funding envelope in the amount of $1.218 million, which compares to $1.140
million in 2022. The increase reflects a 7% adjustment on the base; rationale for the adjustment
includes inflation (2%) and the transition of core TRCA programs (Watershed Planning and
Reporting, Regional Watershed Monitoring and Ecosystem Science) to a formula-based funding
model that had been previously covered through contract services for specific Durham projects.
This funding is distributed on a land area basis for programs that are jurisdiction wide. TRCA will
work with the Region in creating a 2023 budget that is sustainable and realistic and will address
the core requirements needed to continue to deliver key services across the jurisdiction.

Regional Municipality of Peel

Annually, Peel Region guidelines provide an approximate 3% increase to the funding envelope
from the previous year. Peel Region’s 2023 funding envelope is anticipated to be in the amount
of $18.1 million, which compares to $17.6 million in 2022. The preliminary budget reflects a
2.5% increase on the base, and it is consistent with the 2023 targets contained in the 2022
submission.

City of Toronto
City of Toronto guidelines for TRCA established during the 2018 — 2027 capital budget cycle

provide for a 2023 capital funding envelope in the amount of $30.9 million, which compares to
an approved $25.9 million in 2022. The 20% increase in 2023 funding is primarily driven by
enhanced funding in the Water Risk Management service area (additional $1.2 million to
support the Valley Erosion Hazard Program and the Waterfront Major Maintenance Program)
and Tourism and Recreation service area (additional $ 6.2 million to support Scarborough
Waterfront). City of Toronto capital funding is supported by debt financing and the Water Rate.

Regional Municipality of York

York Region’s 2023 funding envelope is anticipated to be in the amount of $5.5 million, which
compares to 5.2 million in 2022. The $260k increase is due to the Erosion Monitoring and
Maintenance Program in the Water Risk Management service area. Funding for this program
was enhanced over a ten-year period beginning in 2021

Operating Levy

The operating levy anticipated funding envelopes for the regional municipalities of Durham, Peel
and City of Toronto are in line with the amounts proposed in the multi-year targets for TRCA,
and approximate recent historical average increases.

With the City of Toronto’s catch-up payments completed (2022), the regional imbalance of
TRCA’s non-CVA levy is now with the Region of York. To address the remaining funding
imbalance, York Region’s funding envelope would require an approximate increase of
$450,000. In 2020, an approach like that of the City of Toronto’s was presented to the Region,
with phased-in contributions as follows: $75,000 in 2021, $275,000 in 2022 and $475,000 in
2023. Due to the financial impacts of COVID-19, York Region staff requested a delay in the
commencement of the phased-in approach and TRCA will continue to work with the Region of
York to establish a 2023 budget that is sustainable and addresses the funding imbalance.

Report Overview

This report covers communications and marketing activities for TRCA between January 1, 2022 — March
31, 2022, achieved by Communications, Marketing and Events (CME) Team.

Q1 Successes

1. TRCA’s Annual Report was successfully communicated to TRCA stakeholders in January 2022.
CME assisted with the design of both the print and online versions.

2. CME assisted with TRCA’s annual Sugarbush Maple Syrup Festival by providing guidance with
the overall communications plan to help drive awareness and registration.

3. CME helped with the successful launch and promotion of TRCA Camps throughout the GTA by
assisting with registration, graphics needed for social media, as well as website updates and
maintenance throughout.

Key Q1 Communications Metrics

1. Atotal of 38 newsletter campaigns were issued with an average open rate of 44.5% and a
click rate of 9.95% which is in line with industry standards. These rates remained well above
the benchmarks for the non-profit sector.

2. Social media audience growth rate was 2.5% from Q4 2021 to Q1 2022.

3. Social media audience engagement was up by 14.2% with a total of 47,144 interactions from
Q4 2021 to Q1 2022.

4. Total traffic on www.trca.ca saw a 51% increase to both users and pageviews from Q4 2021
to Q1 2022.

Development, Interference with Wetlands and Alterations to Shorelines and

KEY ISSUE
Pursuant to Ontario Regulation 166/06, as amended, written permission from the Authority is
required for:

a) straightening, changing, diverting or interfering in any way with the existing channel of a
river, creek, stream or watercourse, or for changing or interfering in any way with a
wetland;

b) development, if in the opinion of the Authority, the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic

beaches or pollution or the conservation of land may be affected by the development.

A permit may be refused through a Hearing Process, if in the opinion of the Authority, the
control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches, pollution or the conservation of land is affected.

RECOMMENDATION

THAT permits be granted in accordance with Ontario Regulation 166/06, as amended, for
the applications which are listed below:

RATIONALE
The application was reviewed by staff on the basis of the following information:

Proposal:
The proposal is to remove 0.22 ha of Fresh-Moist Willow Lowland Deciduous Forest, enclose

120 m of the Amberlea Creek watercourse in the Frenchman’s Bay Watershed with a 143 m
long x 3.66 m x 1.82 m concrete box culvert, and develop an access road and 88 stacked
townhomes over underground parking at 760 and 770 Kingston Road and in the City right-of-
way in the City of Pickering. The existing twin culverts crossing Amberlea creek on site will be
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removed and the existing creek within the site will be filled in. The new/proposed box culvert is
designed to allow for conveyance of flood flows along the northwest and northeast boundaries
of the site. The City of Pickering has granted permission for the applicant to construct the road
on the City Right-of-Way.

The site is already partially developed and is located on the north side of Kingston Road along a
highly developed commercial corridor within the Frenchman’s Bay Watershed. There is existing
residential development north of the site, and several roads, highways and rail lines to the
south. The site is designated for development in the City of Pickering Official Plan, is
appropriately zoned and the townhomes have been approved through the City of Pickering's
Site Plan Control process. A long-standing Policy 12.8(g) of the Official Plan supports the
principle of piping this portion of the Amberlea Creek. The Official Plan direction recognizes,
“the interests of landowners on whose lands Amberlea Creek flows to pipe that tributary, and
the position of the Toronto and Region Conservation Authority to work with the City and
landowners to implement a stormwater management strategy, which will ultimately result in the
piping of this portion of the Amberlea Creek.”

TRCA's Living City Policies state that "if a natural feature itself cannot be protected, TRCA may
recommend compensation. However, compensation is a management tool that should only be
used as a “last resort”, being an option only where federal, provincial and municipal
requirements do not protect the feature, and only after all other options for protecting the feature
have been evaluated". Given the Official Plan direction and a lack of objection from other
approval bodies (including Durham Region engineering staff and Federal Department of
Fisheries and Oceans), TRCA Development Planning and Permits, Property and Risk
Management and Ecology staff worked with the landowner and the City of Pickering to develop
an ecosystem compensation plan consistent with TRCA’s Guideline for Determining Ecosystem
Compensation (2018).

The ecosystem compensation plan includes cash-in-lieu payment to TRCA to implement
ecosystem restoration on lands owned by a subsidiary of the landowner located north-east of
Finch Avenue West and Altona Road in the City of Pickering. These lands totaling 2.36 ha will
be conveyed at no cost to TRCA and include a valley corridor, watercourse, vegetated valley
slopes and 0.43 ha of un-vegetated tableland that can be restored to a natural state. The latter
land area is double the required land area as determined under the Guideline and will ensure an
overall net gain to the natural heritage system. This is because the tableland portion of the lands
to be conveyed could conceivably be developed for a single-family residential dwelling,
associated ancillary structures and paved surfaces. This ecosystem compensation plan is
consistent with the ecosystem structure and land-based compensation required by the TRCA
Guideline for Determining Ecosystem Compensation.

Control of Flooding:

The proposed works are partially located within the Regional Storm Floodplain which is
contained within the existing watercourse channel. A flood study and stormwater management
study were reviewed by TRCA Water Resources Engineering staff and the proposed culvert is
designed to convey the Regional Storm event to the existing culvert under Kingston Road.
Durham Region engineering staff have concurred in writing that they have no objection to the
proposed works. Appropriate water quantity and quality controls will be provided within the
development.
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Pollution:
Sediment controls will be provided in accordance with the TRCA Erosion and Sediment Control
Guide for Urban Construction (2019).

Dynamic Beaches:
Not applicable.

Erosion:
There are no geotechnical and/ or slope stability concerns associated with this project. Erosion
and sediment controls are proposed as noted above.

Conservation of Land:

As TRCA's jurisdiction continues to grow, increased stress is placed on the Natural Heritage
System. Conservation in an urban context is challenging because of the finite space available
to fit all basic needs of communities, including homes, workplaces, amenities, infrastructure and
natural features and areas. These pressures should result in increased support for
conservation. However, despite a strong protective policy and regulatory regime, natural
features, and the functions they provide continue to decline. Within this context, off-setting
enhancements to the natural heritage system adjacent to any areas of impact, which result in a
“ecological net gain”, and as a last resort ecosystem compensation, become an important tool to
help ensure that the critical ecosystem functions and services lost through development and
infrastructure are restored back on the landscape for the betterment of communities. The
proposal results in the removal of 120 m of watercourse and 0.22 ha of forest. To adequately
compensate for the loss of these features and the land base of the natural heritage system, the
landowner will fund the restoration of these or similar features off site and convey 0.43 ha of
tableland for restoration works to occur in addition to 1.93 ha of valley land to TRCA. As such, it
is staff opinion that the test of "conservation of land” can be met in this unique circumstance.

Plantings
Offsite ecosystem compensation is provided which will result in 0.43 ha of new native
planting within the City of Pickering.

Policy Guidelines:

TRCA staff recognize that impacts to natural features, in specific circumstances where
avoidance and mitigation are not feasible, may be permitted through the planning and
development process as stated in Section 7.4.2 of TRCA’s LCP. The proposal is consistent with
Ecosystem Compensation policies 7.4.2.1(c) and (d) of the TRCA's Living City Policies.

RATIONALE
The application was reviewed by staff on the basis of the following information:

Proposal:
The overall Port Lands Flood Protection and Enabling Infrastructure project is a comprehensive

plan involving a series of projects within the Lower Don and Port Lands area to ultimately
protect approximately 240 hectares of urban land east and south of the Don River, currently
subject to flooding. Work includes but is not limited to the naturalization and widening of the
mouth of the Don River along with the construction of a new river valley system from the mouth
of the Don River at the Keating Channel, through the Port Lands, discharging through the
Polson Slip. An overflow spillway (Don Greenway) is also being constructed to allow water to
flow southward through a new wetland and into the Ship Channel. Construction of the new river
valley system, spillway and work at the mouth of the Don River including the Lake Shore Bridge
East widening and work at the Sediment and Debris Management Area (SDMA) have all been
approved through various permit applications over the past couple of years and are currently
under construction.

This proposal involves the construction of a flood protection landform (FPL) from approximately
Lake Shore Boulevard East to just south of Commissioners Street. The FPL will be located
immediately east of the newly constructed river valley system, under the redeveloped Don
Roadway and is one of the critical pieces of infrastructure needed to meet the overall flood
protection plan for the lower Don area. The FPL will be constructed under the Don Roadway
(previously approved under a separate permit application - CFN 65487, C-211465) as a
permanent, passive flood protection feature to remain in perpetuity. Significant ground
improvement is required in this area to protect the FPL and new infrastructure (road, utilities,
water, gas, stormsewers, etc.) from significant settlement. As such the FPL will be situated over
a system of rigid inclusions (RI) capped with a steel reinforced concrete load transfer platform
which will act as the proposed ground improvement system to support most of the FPL and the
Don Roadway. The RI system is designed to limit settlement. South of Commissioners Street
the FPL will be constructed over native soils where the southern end of the FPL will taper off.
The FPL will be surcharged with soil south of Commissioners Street to achieve the ground
improvements necessary for long-term stability.

The FPL is designed such that typical failure modes are considered including external erosion,
global stability, bearing capacity, settlement, overtopping and seepage. Each failure mode is
evaluated against long-term stable conditions and extreme design conditions.

o External Erosion: The surface materials lining the eastern bank of the river valley located
adjacent to the FPL have been designed to resist damage and erosion.

o Global Stability: The stability of the FPL was evaluated under two scenarios: (1) designed
with the Don Roadway sitting on top of the FPL (as proposed) and, (2) as a stand-alone
structure (FPL on its own). The design met or exceeded targets for each scenario.

e Bearing Capacity: The northern footprint of the FPL will be constructed within the limits of
the RI system/platform and will be resistant to bearing capacity failure. For the small section
south of Commissioners Street the FPL will be supported on native soils. To mitigate
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impacts due to settlement at the southern end, the site will be surcharged and monitoring of
the FPL will take place.

e Settlement: The crest of the FPL must be maintained at the design target elevations of
between 77.95 masl and 77 masl. As such, the Rl foundation is designed to control
settlement of the FPL. Most of the settlement of the FPL located north of Commissioners
Street is expected to occur during construction. This will be compensated for with the
placement of additional fill to achieve design targets. The area south of Commissioners
Street will be surcharged to account for settlement using an embankment to load additional
fill. The temporary embankment will be de-constructed in final construction stages and re-
graded.

o Overtopping: The FPL crest elevations are 0.5 m above the Regulatory flood elevations
along the river valley. This is greater than the typical freeboard target of 0.3 m, which allows
for a 0.2 m rise in water levels due to future uncertainties such as climate change.

e Seepage: The FPL is designed to limit seepage through construction of cohesive, low
permeability material, strategically placed cut-off walls in the valley and the RI system to
prevent seepage.

A long-term operation and maintenance plan was prepared for the FPL as a stand-alone
document. The document outlines inspection requirements, an instrumentation/monitoring plan,
maintenance requirements, best practices and work restrictions/limitations within the vicinity of
the FPL.

Control of Flooding:

Although the site is currently within the Don River flood plain, the proposed FPL south of Lake
Shore Boulevard East is part of a broader set of works in the lower Don that will ultimately
address the current flood risk by protecting the Port Lands and adjacent areas for future
development, and from potential loss of life and costly flood damage. These works include not
only the construction of this FPL, but also rely on the future construction of the flood protection
landform from Lake Shore Boulevard East northward to approximately the CN Rail/Metrolinx
bridge (currently under a separate review process), construction of the new river valley system
and spillway (Don Greenway), construction of the SDMA, deepening of the Keating Channel to
improve flow conveyance and the widening and extension of Lake Shore Bridge East (all
previously approved).

Pollution:

The Port Lands work site is currently managed with erosion and sediment control measures
installed under previous TRCA permit approvals and include a combination of settling ponds,
check dams, catch basin barriers, cut-off swales, and stormwater collection ponds which are
maintained and revised as the site construction advances, and for the entire duration of
construction. A comprehensive and phased erosion and sediment control plan to address site
conditions including temporary stock piling that will occur as part of the site preparation grading
and excavations was previously approved through Work Package 5 (CFN 61075, C-190581).
These measures will be implemented to prevent the release of construction generated
sediments into the nearby Don River and Ship Channel of Lake Ontario.

Dynamic Beaches:
Not applicable.
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Erosion:
No geotechnical/slope stability issues have been identified. The FPL is designed to be stable in

the long-term.

Conservation of Land:
No in-water works are associated with this project.

Plantings

All vegetation has been removed from this site under a previous TRCA permit to allow
for other on-going works in this area to proceed. Once the FPL and Don Roadway are
constructed Waterfront Toronto will implement an overall project-wide restoration plan
that was approved under the previously approved permits.

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Proposal:
The purpose of this permit is to undertake works within TRCA's Regulated Area of the Humber

River watershed in order to facilitate the construction of a temporary accessory structure
(construction office) and installation of a replacement sewage septic system. The subject
property is located on lands known municipally as 9770 Highway 27, in the City of Vaughan.

The subject property is located entirely within TRCA’s Regulated Area because it is within a
valley corridor and Regional Storm flood plain associated with the Humber River. The site is
currently developed with a hotel building and associated parking lot area.

The proposed temporary office structure will be utilized during the future renovation works to the
hotel building, which will be subject to a separate TRCA permit approval. The structure is
temporary in nature and will not be used as a habitual dwelling unit. Furthermore, the structure
has been designed to withstand the depths and velocities of flood waters anticipated on the
property during a Regional Storm event.

The proposed replacement septic system is located a minimum of 15 metres away from the
watercourse that traverses the western portion of the property. The system has been designed
to withstand lateral and buoyant pressures associated with flood waters and will also have
watertight seals and appropriate valves to prevent back up in the event of a flood.
